Our march to be a developed Nation, a leader in all spheres of human activity, has to be
based on advances in science and technology and information technology across the country.
Recognizing this imperative, several new initiatives are taken by the Government of India.
Establishment of the Indian Institute of Information Technology Kottayam is an
important step in this direction.

IIT Kottayam was started in June 2015 under the mentorship of NIT Calicut. In December
2016, the mentorship of IITK has been moved from NIT Calicut to IISER Thiruvananthapuram.
The first batch of 30 students joined in 2015, the second batch of 30 students joined in 2016. The
Institute is planning to start both M.Tech and PhD programs in the coming academic year.

After getting the mentorship, we have developed our transit campus in the Gulati
Institute of Finance and Taxation (GIFT) Campus at Thiruvananthapuram. It has a well-
equipped teaching and research establishment with several state of the art labs.

Since the inception in 2015, Indian Institute of Information Technology Kottayam is
continuously striving for excellence in the field of Information Technology. The energy and
drive of its people made it possible for the Institute to sustain.

The overwhelming support extended by the passionate professors from IISER
Thiruvananthapuram has profoundly affected countless students of IIT Kottayam.

The progress we have made so far is due to the untiring efforts of our enthusiastic and
dedicated teachers and staff as well as highly motivated students. The cutting-edge research that
is taking place in information technology at our Institute would place the Institute into the
international arena in the near future.

We also have the unstinting support from the Ministry of Human Resource Development,
Government of India and various Departments of the Government of Kerala. I thank them and
the Chairman and members of the Board of Governors for their valuable support for the
development of the Institute. Our Annual Report (2016-17) is all about capturing the dynamic
quality that permeates every classroom, lab, in the temporary campus and various efforts in
building the Institute on the permanent campus. This report also briefly describes the progress of
the Institute with a promise to work even harder for many plans to be realized in the coming

years.
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1. Preamble

Introduction

The Ministry of Human Resource Development, Government of India has put forward a
scheme where in 20 new Indian Institute of Information Technology (IIITs) are proposed to be

established in the country under the PPP mode.

The IIIT shall come up as a full-fledged degree-granting Institution. As per the programme,
an amount of Rs. 128 crores would be the capital outlay for establishment of each new IIIT. A
onetime grant of Rs. 64 crores would be available from Central Government, Rs. 44.80 crores
would be the grant from State Government and Rs.19.20 crores would be the contribution from
the industry partners in line with the investment ratio of 50:35:15. The grant of Rs. 44.80 crores
from the State Government is in addition to the cost of acquisition of the land which is to be

made available to IIIT-K free of cost by the concerned State Government.

Apart from the investment of Rs. 64 crores, Rs.10 crores will also be provided by the
Central Government for meeting the operating cost for the first 5 years. The first phase of
campus development is planned for an approximate cost of Rs 65 crores. The State Government
need not provide any regular financial support other than the initial infrastructure development
grant of Rs 44.80 crores as explained above. From the 5" year onwards the IIIT-K is expected to

be financially self-reliant with its own financial capabilities.

The Govt. of India has declared the IIITs under the PPP model as Institutions of National
Importance under the Indian Institute of Information Technology Public Private

Partnership Act 2017.

The Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) and Memorandum of Association (MoA)
for starting IIIT Kottayam was signed on 26th November 2013.The Society of IIIT Kottayam
was registered on 15th January 2014 under Travancore-Cochin Literacy Act-1955.

The Vision and Motto

The IIT should have as its motto “Generating knowledge for tomorrow”. It shall primarily
be a knowledge foundry churning our knowledge that will be futuristic, knowledge that will
better the quality of life; and which is a mixture of locally relevant and globally acceptable

knowledge.

The Unique IIIT Campus in Kottayam, Kerala

of the building). The campus is designed to have greenery and green cover such that it would be
liveable without air-conditioners wherever possible.

Efforts are
initiated to use electric vehicles inside the campus. Use of public transport as well as car-pooling
is declared as a mandate of the normal functioning in the permanent campus.

MHRD, Gol has directed to make necessary arrangements to start the classes at the
earliest or by 1% week of January 2017.

Director of IIIT Kottayam on 19" December 2016. The Director constituted an Executive

persistent and focussed efforts the activities of IIIT Kottayam resumed to applauded state.
Progress on Campus Construction

IIT Kottayam is an autonomous Institute of the Government of India on PPP mode
sponsored by Govt of India, Govt of Kerala, & Industry Partners, in the investment ratio of
50:35:15. The total cost of the project is 128 crores excluding the cost of land (53.523 acres of
land allotted to IIIT K as per G.O (MS)No0.25/2016/E&ITD dated 22/07/2016).

The Governing Body of the Society has approved the construction work at an estimated
cost of Rs.65 crores for the construction of administrative block, academic block, hostels,
quarters, Director Residence, compound wall & gate including internal roads, water supply and
electrical supply. The work is entrusted to CPWD, Gol.

Based on the present progress of the construction activities, it is expected that the Institute
will be functioning from the permanent campus at Valavoor, Pala, Kottayam from the academic

year 2018-19.

Infrastructure available in the Transit Campus

Computing Facility

A well-equipped computer lab is available in the IIITK transit Campus for conducting lab
experiments and Internet browsing. There are 36 HP make computers with i7 processors and
dual operating systems installed in the computer lab. In addition to this, one high end server and
one workstation is also installed in the computer lab. 20 Mbps Internet connectivity along with
wi-fi access is established within the campus (24x7). Another 10 Mbps dedicated internet
connection with Wi-Fi is provided in the hostel for the exclusive use of students. Experienced
technical team is incorporated in the lab session to handle various programming languages.

Digital Design and Electronics Circuits lab

Digital Design and Electronics Circuits experiments are carried out in this lab. Sufficient
number of new digital trainer kits, digital storage oscilloscopes, function generators and DC
power supplies are arranged in the lab. Students have to design digital circuits as well as analog
electronic circuits and analyse its working by using these equipments. Students get accustomed
to measurement of voltage, current and frequency. These experiments were executed with the

help of digital millimetre, voltmeter and ammeter.

Internet connectivity

Internet connectivity along with Wi-Fi access is established within the campus (24x7).
Another dedicated internet connection with Wi-Fi access is provided in the hostels for the
exclusive use of students (24x7). For enabling the security of browsing, username and password

has been given to every student. Also individual e-mail addresses have been given to all students

under the IIIT K domain.

Digital Class rooms
Three smart classrooms were setup for first year, second year and third year students.
Digital podium and LCD projectors are available in the class rooms for effective teaching and

learning process.

Smart Training Hall
A training hall is available in the transit campus with a capacity of 150 seats. LCD

projector and digital podium are also provided in the halls. The hall is used for arranging
seminars and talks by experts from outside campus and industry. Students also use this hall for
organising cultural activities.
Library

Central library of the Institute supports the academic and research needs of the Institute
community. Rapid advances in Information and Communication Technology are changing the
library and information services drastically. Besides this, expectations of users have also grown
manifold. Indian Institute of Information Technology, Kottayam Library started functioning

from 2015 onwards.
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Library Collection

During 2016-17, 28 titles and 163 volumes were procured by IIIT K Library. The total
strength at present is 91 titles and 313 volumes with CDs. In addition to this, students and
faculty have provision to access E- Journals, E- Books, and printed materials which are available

in the mentor Institute [ISER TVM. We also have access to National Digital Library of India.

Users
51 new users have taken library membership during 2016-17
Facilities

Library is automated using the ‘KOHA’ integrated library automation software. The
library is the place for individual or group study, various kinds of intellectual interactions, and a

social meeting place as well.

Future Goals

1. Explore options for acquiring more printed books and e- books packages.

2. Explore options for E- journals packages from IEEE CSDL.

Hall of Residences

The hostels are functioning in rented buildings being used as hostels at Transit campus. There
is one ladies hostel and one Gents hostel. The hostels are furnished and have provisions for
amenities like washing machines, Television, Indoor games and Internet facilities. Dining hall is
available in both the hostels. Round the clock water and electricity supply is part of all the

7. Permanent Campus

The permanent campus of the Institution is at Valavoor, Karoor Panchayath, Palai,
Kottayam District, 7 km away from the Meenachil river. Government of Kerala has acquired 50
Acres of land for the establishment of the Institution and handed over to the Institute.

The construction work worth Rs. 65 crores is entrusted with CPWD in the final plan and
the work is expected to be completed by March 2018. The campus is designed with greenery

and green cover such that it would be liveable without air-conditioning wherever possible.

Building Construction

The construction work including services was entrusted with CPWD. The following
administrative approvals were issued:-
(a) Construction of Administrative Block & Academic Block including internal water
supply, sanitary and internal electrical installations, drainage, roads, drains, sump, septic
tank, street lighting, HVAC lifts, DG sets, pumps, fire fighting works and 500 KVA
Substation at an estimated cost of Rs.44,99,85,000/-(Rs.Forty Four Crores Ninety Nine
Lakhs and Eighty Five Thousand Only).

(b) Construction of boys hostel, Directors residence, 5 No’ s Type IV quarters, 6 No’ s
Type III quarters, canteen & guest house including water supply, sanitary, drainage and
internal electrical installations, street light, solar water heating, passenger lift, split AC units
and fire fighting house reel system at an estimated cost of Rs.19,97,22,000/-(Rs. Nineteen
Crores Ninety Seven Lakhs and Twenty Two Thousand Only).

CPWD has invited tenders and the first work is entrusted with M/S Shilpa Projects
Infrastructures (I) Pvt.Ltd, Kochi, Kerala and they have started the work in December 2016.
The work is expected to be completed by end of March 2018.
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The second work is entrusted with M/S T.O.Ittoop & Associates, Cochin, Kerala and they
have started the work during the first week of April 2017, with a targeted completion of
buildings by November 2018. The Construction of the Campus is positively progressing.
